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ᾦ Reformation as Return, Recovery and Continuing ᾦ 
     In 1517 (five hundred years ago), it was not the purpose of Martin Luther (1483-1546) to                    
separate from the church. He, as had several pious Christians before him, found problems in the 
practices of the church; he turned to the Word of God as the highest authority, and he appealed 
to the church for reform. Schism was not his purposeðthe Protestant movement was meant to 
reform church practice according to the Word of God; Luther did not intend to form a new                       
Christian denomination (and certainly not one named after himself).   
     Following his expressing his concerns to his Archbishop, in short order the church burned                     
Luther's writings and demanded recantation; then the church excommunicated Luther and sought 
his death (as the church had done, usually successfully, with those several preceding pious                          
Christians who sought reform). 
     Protestantism desired reform of the church and return to Biblical worship and belief. Modern         
expressions of Protestant principles, rendered in Latin (and thus appearing as if expressed just so 
in Luther's lifetime) include these modifications of the ideas of reformers expressed as: 
     ÅEcclesia semper reformanda est ("the church is ever reforming") 
     ÅEcclesia reformata semper reformanda ("the church reformed, always to be reformed") 
     ÅEcclesia reformata, semper reformanda secundum verbum Dei ("the church reformed, always          
       reforming according to the Word of God") 
     Abuse of the first two of these modern expressions (through the Fallen Human Nature                     
attraction to anything new, through the bottomless pit of "new revelation," through the libertine 
approaches of the "Our Lady of Anything Goes" apostasy, &c.) makes the third, most modern 
expression the best of the three, for "according to the Word" was a guiding principle of the                      
Reformers in recovering Biblical Christianity.

 As a part of the ongoing Sister City Program with Halle,                       
Germany, a teacher exchange project was started two years ago. Two 
groups of local teachers and one German group have already                          
experienced many great opportunities as part of this teacher exchange 
project.

          German Monuments in Savannah

 Not to be confused with the Salzburger Park and Monument of                    
Reconciliation, the serenity of Orleans Square is the setting chosen for 
the annual German American Day celebration. An ornamental fountain 
was established there in 1989 to commemorate the early German Im-
migrants of Georgia. The fountain monument was erected by the Ger-
man Heritage, German Friendly, and German Salzburger Societies. 
 The first German-American Day celebration held in Savannah 
was October 6, 1988 and the fountain monument was dedicated in 
1989. Full text on the historic marker may be found at waymark-
ing.com. 
 Salzburger Park is a half-acre of land next to Emmet Park in                      
Savannah, Georgia.  It marks the place where the first group of Ger-
man speaking Salzburgers were welcomed by Gen. James Edward 
Oglethorpe on March 12, 1734. 
 The most notable point in the park is the towering stone with                    
engraving of the Exiles along with their story. The sculpted monument 
was dedicated in February 1996 and the park was officially named                         
Salzburger Park in July 1996.
